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Project Aim:

The general objective of the project is the development of spatial security through social inclusion and opportunities. In particular, the project aims at managing the spatial impact of immigrants, with special reference to female immigrants. This will be done through the creation of a community of interest, which works through a network of “comprehensive net-points/agencies”, both in Eastern and Western European countries. This network deals with information/support in all fields related to migration (i.e., administrative, labour, social, economic-financial, legislative, cultural issues).

This intervention is two-fold: it fosters integration of immigrants in the destination countries on one side, and it improves living conditions in the countries of origin on the other.

· Increasing and sharing knowledge on problems/needs connected with social security brought about by immigration, with specific reference to female immigrants, both within the countries of origin and destination (WP2);

· Promoting connections between countries of origin and destination of immigrants, with specific reference to female immigrants, through a network of “comprehensive net-points/agencies” (WP3);

· Facilitating communication and the exchange of (all kinds of) information on fields of essential importance for immigrants, with specific reference to female immigrants (WP4);

· Enabling local personnel to work within the “comprehensive net-points/agencies” (WP5).
